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What is the ConNaturLIFE
Ukraine Project about?

The long-term goal of the project was to
support the development of effective
governance and management solutions for
the Emerald Network in Ukraine, creating a
solid foundation for the future implementation
of the EU Birds and Habitats Directives and
the Natura 2000 network in Ukraine.

ConNaturLIFE Ukraine was one of the first
LIFE projects ever implemented in the
country. Under the coordination of the
Nature Conservation Agency of the Czech
Republic, the project was developed and
implemented in close cooperation with two
Ukrainian non-governmental organizations —
the Ukrainian Nature Conservation Group
(UNCG) and Environment-People-Law
(EPL) —as well as with the Ukrainian Ministry
of Environmental Protection and Natural
Resources, and the Ministry of Economy,
Environment and Agriculture of Ukraine.
(MEEA) that takes over the results and will
ensure sustainability of the project.

The works took place under highly challenging
circumstances, including the ongoing Russian
aggression, changes in Government, and
difficult financial, personnel, and political
conditions. Despite this, the project delivered
concrete results and recommendations that
provide a promising foundation for further
improvements in Ukrainian nature conservation
and for steps required in the context of Ukraine's
future accession to the EU.

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Summary of Project Results

The project identified necessary changes
in Ukrainian legislation and prepared a clear
roadmap for steps leading to full transposition
and implementation of the EU Directives into the
Ukrainianlegal system. A road map to enhance and
improve the Emerald network was provided, too.

The project assessed how nature conservation
authorities in Ukraine are organized and proposed
ways to improve their functioning. Guidance doc-
umentshighlightingbest practices were prepared
and disseminated.

The project team identified the necessary steps
to improve the management and monitoring of
Emerald/Natura2000 sites, together with a realistic
plan. The Ministry of Economy, Environment and
Agriculture of Ukraine, as an associated partner, is
devoted to take the developed policy paper and
proposals for increasing institutional capacity as
a basis for the preparation of institutional reform in
the field of nature conservation with the purpose of
bringing it closer to EUbest practices. Demonstration
of the practical implementation of the requirements
of the EU Nature Directives on the example of an
Emerald Network pilot site Buzkii Gard National
Nature Park was carried out and the results are going
tobe replicated in other sites of the network.

The project equipped young professionals and
future officials to implement the EU Nature
Directives. It engaged key stakeholder groups
and the wider public in discussions on proposals
of establishment for good governance and
management of nature conservation. The project
also strengthened cooperation between Ukraine
and the Czech Republic (and the EU), built personal
contacts, and encouraged further collaboration.

Under the leadership of EPL, the project
team prepared the Tables of Concordance
comparing Ukrainianlegislation with the EU
Habitats and Birds Directives. The tables
identify the level of alignment and highlight
existing gaps. They provide a comparative
analysis of the relevant provisions of the
Directives and corresponding Ukrainian
legal acts. In addition, the annexes to the
Habitats Directive listing habitat types and
species were analysed. The project team
discussed the results with relevant experts
at the MEEA.

Experts from EPL and UNCG assessed the
state of legislative transposition and prepared
analytical documents identifying legal and
practical gaps in the implementation of
sites and species protection. Also, Ukrainian
experts identified species and habitat types
unique to Ukraine that will be proposed
to be added into the current annexes to
the Habitats Directive in the course of
preparation for the EU accession.

Analysis of EU Case Law on
Natura 2000

The EPL team, consisting of leading legal experts
andlawyers, compiled the analyses of EU caselaw
related to the establishment of the Natura 2000
network. 120 rulings of the Court of Justice of the
EU were analysed in order to identify gaps and
discrepancies in the application of EU legislation
in EU Member States that need be avoided when
developing amendments to Ukrainianlegislationin
thisfield. The case-law analysis revealed issues in
site classification, gaps in management measures,
and shortcomings in the assessment of adverse
impacts on protected sites. These findings help
clarify how the EU Nature Directives should be
correctly transposed into nationallegislation.

Analytical materials prepared by EPL lawyers
and environmental scientists, UNCG experts,
and experts from the NCA CR focusing on
institutional capacity were collected and used
as the basis for the policy paper. Its aim was to
summarize results of evaluation of conformity
in the Tables of Concordance, legislative
initiatives, need forkeylegislative amendments,
institutional capacity analysis and practical
implementation gaps.

A comparison of the system for reporting
on derogations from species protection
prohibitions in Ukraine under the Bern
Convention and the Habitats Directive
was carried out, and ways to ensure their
alignment were identified.

An analysis of the adequacy of current
monitoring, mapping, and data management
practices related to biodiversity data was
conducted.

Proposals were prepared for Ukraine’s
transition from the Emerald network to the
Natura 2000 network.

Practical materials were also prepared
for reporting guidelines on conservation
status (Articles 12 and 17 of the Birds and
Habitats Directives, respectively), reporting
on Emerald / Natura 2000 sites (Standard
Data Forms - SDF), and on the monitoring
of species and habitats.

The project team analysed current nature
conservation institutional background and
its efficiency in Ukraine and compared it
with selected EU countries models inlight of
upcoming needs arising from the EU accession
process linked to the Habitats and Birds
Directives. Many scenarios were discussed
and analysed using the SWOT approach,
including the number of staff needed for each
scenario and their cost-effectiveness. Recently
developed national strategic documents were
taken into account as well.

Biodiversity Conservation
Agency

It turned out that a new management level
is urgently needed, both to provide expert
support to the respective ministry and
to coordinate activities of the protected
areas administrations. The Biodiversity
Protection Agency was proposed, including
necessary legislative changes and detailed
description of its tasks and responsibilities,
as a central body with branches in each
administrative region. Only such a body
can ensure effective protection of Ukraine’s
unique natural heritage and successful
implementation of the requirements of the
European Union and other international

commitments in the field of biodiversity protection. The
idea was presented to and discussed with a wide range
of partners and stakeholders. Based on the feedback
collected, the respective ministry understood the
importance of establishing such institution. The first
steps towards establishing the Agency were already
taken within the project implementation period.

The Financial Analysis of the transposition and
implementation of the Birds and Habitats Directives
in Ukraine was performed by the Center for Economic
Strategy, covering the following areas: current funding
of nature conservation sector, economic feasibility
of investments into the nature conservation works,
costs of establishing a separate Agency forbiodiversity
conservation, impact on the state budget of full-
scale establishment of sites of the Emerald network/
Natura 2000 (comparison of relevant expenses and
potential income), overview of the sources of income.
Thekey findings of the financial analysis were presented
and discussed at a public event. They were also used as
arguments during development of several scenarios of

institutional set-up of the nature conservation system in Ukraine
presented in the Policy Paper.

The Policy Paper summarized the full cycle of policy analysis in
the area of Ukraine's EU integration in the nature conservation
sector. The policy paper is devoted to the analysis of the regulatory,
institutional and financial framework for biodiversity conservation in
Ukraine in the context of harmonization of Ukrainian and European
Union environmental legislation. The focus is on transposition and
implementation of the requirements of the EU Birds and Habitats
Directives, and on the prospect of transforming the Emerald Network
of Ukraine into the Natura 2000 network during Ukraine’s accession
to the EU. The policy paper comprises a detailed description of the
proposed future governance system, its financial costs and necessary

legislative changes for introducing new
structures with clear responsibilities of each
level of the state administration in the field
of nature conservation. The policy paper was
discussed with a wide range of stakeholders,
e.g. MEEA, the State Agency for Geology
and Minerals, the State Forest Agency, the
State Agency for Water Resources, the State
Environmental Inspectorate, the Ministry
of Agrarian Policy and Food, the Ministry
for Communities and Territories and the
Parliament of Ukraine and their relevant
opinions were addressed and incorporated in
the document. The most important feedback
received was that from the MEEA as ithelped
to identify which scenario among the four
described in the policy paper would be the
most feasible from the point of view of the
Ministry.

Buzkii Gard As a Pilot Site

A pilot activity focusing on support for rare
and threatened species of steppe habitats
overgrown by shrubs and trees was carried
out in Buzkii Gard National Nature Park. The
project team prepared a draft management
action plan and discussed it with local
stakeholders. To maintain this unique
steppe habitat in the National Nature Park,
established in 2009, several management
measures were implemented, including
mowing steppe meadows and cutting
overgrown shrubs and trees.

This intervention could not have happened
without the help of local people and staff of
the national park administration. The total
area of steppe grasslands restored during
2025 was 12 hectares.

for future professionals in the field of nature
conservation was developed. The course has
6 comprehensive themes and covers the
issues of habitat approach to biodiversity
conservation, legal aspects of establishment
of Emerald sites, conservation of species and
habitats in compliance with the Birds and
Habitats Directives, inventory and monitoring of
species andhabitats, management of Emerald
and Natura 2000 sites, implementation ofboth
the Emerald network and the Birds and Habitats
Directives in Ukraine.

Each theme includes lectures, interactive
practical assignments, seminars, discussions,
recordings oflectures and additional materials,
videos, tests, and final essays. The course is
currently included into the Master’s curriculum
of the Department of Ecology and Zoology at
Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University. Also,
there is a preliminary agreement with Bohdan
Khmelnytskyi National Cherkasy University
and Kherson State University to include the
training course into their curricula and the
works are in progress to adapt the content of
the course to the curriculum requirements of
the Universities.

Thisis the first training programme of itskind
in Ukraine aimed at preparing professionals
for the implementation of the EU Birds
and Habitats Directives. The programme
focuses onbuilding a strong understanding
of Ukraine's European integration obligations
in the field of nature conservation, as well as
the motivation andknowledge needed to drive
systematic change. The training programme
willbe regularly updated and offered to other
universities across Ukraine.

observations, supported by 1,595 experts
worldwide who helped identify species.
Altogether, participants recorded 5,279 species,
including many rare and protected ones, proving
how rich and diverse Ukrainian nature is. Overhalf
of the observations reached “research grade,’
meaning they canbe used in scientific studies.

The Bioblitz alsohelped identify 155 non-native
species, highlighting the need for careful nature
management. Remarkably, this event alone
provided about 6 % of all Ukrainian iNaturalist
records ever collected since 2016, showing
an enormous growth in citizen engagement.

Due to the high potential and strong public
interest, similar citizen science initiatives will
be continued after the end of the project.

Protected Areas of European
Importance in Ukraine

In order to promote conservation of valuable
nature sites in Ukraine identified as Emerald
sites under the Bern Convention, a unique
book on protected areas and potential new
protected sites in Ukraine was published.
The book on its 432 pages presents the key
Ukrainian protected areas that are important
at the Europeanlevel, including many Emerald
network sites that also belong to Ukraine’s
national system of protected areas.

The book is intended primarily for decision-
makers and public officials involved in
planning, managing, and supporting nature
conservation. Its concept isbased on visually

The project was a valuable and meaningful
endeavour for both countries and was
implemented under highly challenging
conditions caused by the Russian war in
Ukraine. Ukrainian partners worked under
constant stress and security risks, which often
made project implementation demanding.
Weekly online meetings of the core project
team provided an important space for
coordination, exchange of views, and planning
of next steps

Despite the difficult circumstances resulting
from Russian aggression against Ukraine,
the project team succeeded in fostering a
constructive and inspiring working atmosphere.
Strong professional links between the Czech
Republic and Ukraine were established,
creating a solid foundation for long-term
cooperation in the field of nature conservation.

Main project deliverables were presented at
the final conference in Prague in February
2026, where representatives of other
organisations active in nature conservation,
environmental protection, and sustainable
development in Ukraine were invited to share
their perspectives and recommendations for
future support.

The project is designed tohave alasting impact
on nature conservation policy and practice in
Ukraine. Its results willbe taken over and further
usedby the Ministry of Economy, Environment
and Agriculture of Ukraine as akeybeneficiary,
supporting continued reforms in the nature
conservation sector.
